Housebreaking tips
Brochure, green dog/cat info card,– info about us, info about other groups, available for you to share


Please keep the original copies of the adoption agreement and new parent info sheet to make copies for your use.  An adoption agreement and a new parent info sheet are the two pieces you need to complete with every adoption.  You are welcome to give adopters any other helpful information too.  Please use this folder to keep as your CDC organizer for vet records etc…  And remember, we work as a team, if someone calls about your foster and he/she is not a good match, keep a current listing of dogs available and mention other dogs that may work for them.
